Sun or no sun? We need the sun to soak in Vitamin D that our bodies generate through that expo-
sure. On the other hand, we are told that unprotected exposure can lead to skin and eye damage,
- 7‘ immune system suppression and cancer.

Facts:

20 minutes of summer sun exposure yields 12,000 — 20,000 IUs of Vitamin D;
Vitamin D requirements have been doubled to 400 IUs daily for infants through adolescents; 1,000 — 2,000 IUs
daily for adults;

e Vitamin D is found in enriched foods such as milk, cereal, orange juice, yogurt and margarine; naturally it is found
in oily fish, beef liver, cheese, egg yolks, and some mushrooms;
UVA rays cause skin aging and wrinkling and contribute to skin cancer, such as melanoma; and
UVB rays are also dangerous, causing sunburns, cataracts and immune system change, as well as skin cancer.

Recommendations:

Generously and frequently apply a broad-spectrum, water-resistant sunscreen with SPF of at least 30 when outside;
Wear protective clothing, hats and glasses;

Avoid overexposure in the hours between 10:00 am and 4:00 pm;

Use extra caution near water, snow and sand (as they reflect the damaging rays of the sun);

Avoid tanning beds; and

Have a full body skin check yearly.
